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TWIN CITIES-MILWAUKEE-CHICAGO INTERCITY RAIL SERVICE Public Involvement Summary 

1. Introduction 

The Wisconsin Department of Transportation (WisDOT), in coordination with the Minnesota Department of 
Transportation (MnDOT), conducted public engagement activities in March 2021 to provide an update for the Twin 
Cities-Milwaukee-Chicago (TCMC) Intercity Passenger Rail project to local officials, stakeholders and the public 
about the project’s anticipated project schedule, service improvements and proposed railroad construction work. This 
report documents the meetings, notices, presentations, and comment responses. 

2. Local Official Meeting 

Meeting Format 

WisDOT andMnDOT hosted an online local official meeting on March 16, 2021 at 11 a.m. for the TCMC project. 
Meeting participants were invited to join a YouTube Live meeting, listen to a presentation, and submit questions to 
DOTTCMC@dot.wi.gov that were answered during the live event. Approximately 45 attendees joined the online 
meeting. 

The presentation provided attendees information on the progress of the TCMC project, preferred route and service 
levels,andproposedrailroad improvementsneededtooperatetheservice.A copyof thePowerPointslidesused during 
the local officials meeting can be found in Appendix A. 

Meeting Notifications 

Email notifications were distributed to local government staff and local, state, and federal elected officials along the 
corridor in Wisconsin andMinnesota. The first email notice was sent on Tuesday, March 2, 2021 and areminder was 
sent on March 15, 2021. Copies of the email notifications are in Appendix B. 

3. Public Presentation 

Meeting Format 

WisDOT and MnDOT prepared a self-guided prerecorded public presentation that was released to the public and 
posted to YouTube on Thursday, March 18, 2021. A presentation link was also available on WisDOT’s TCMC 
webpage. The TCMC public presentation provided viewers information on the progress of the project, preferred 
route andservice levels, andproposed railroad improvements neededto operate the service. The presentation 
received over 1,320 views on YouTube. A copy of the PowerPoint slides can be found in Appendix A. 

Notifications 

On March 18th, email notifications were sent to a distribution list of over 550 local government staff, local, state and 
federal electedofficialsandproject stakeholdersalongthecorridor inWisconsin and Minnesota.Theemailnotification 
informed them about the public presentation release and invited project feedback through an online comment form. 

Postcardmailers with project-feedback information and presentation access were mailed to nearly 2,500 addresses 
adjacent to the project improvement sites in Wisconsin and Minnesota on Wednesday, March 3, 2021. 

WisDOT and MnDOT also prepared and distributed news releases to media on March 19, 2021 and March 25, 2021, 
respectively. 

After comments were received and closed to the public, another email notification was sent to the distribution list 
informing local officials and stakeholders of the numerous comments that were received and being considered during 
the advancement of the TCMC project.

4. ProjectFeedback 

Local official meeting attendees, presentation viewers, and the general public were encouragedto submit feedback on 
the project through an online comment form linked to WisDOT andMnDOT TCMC project webpages. Links to the 
comment form andhow to submit feedback to the project team were providedat the end of both presentations, in the 
postcardmailers, and in the email notifications and news releases. 

4.1. Comment Summary 

Nearly 3,900 comments were received from the time of the local officials meeting and public presentation to the 
comment submittal deadline (March 16 – April 9, 2021). Of the total comments received, 74 percent indicated they 
werein favorof theprojectand 10 percent indicatedthey wereleaningin favorof theproject.Twelve percent remained 
neutral and 4 percent indicated they were less or not in favor of the project (see Figure 1). Figure 2 shows the 
distribution ofcomments throughout Wisconsin and Minnesota based on respondents’ addresses. The completelist of 
comments receivedcan be found in Appendix C.

4.2. Main Themes 

The project team reviewed the comments to determine common sentiments and themes that emerged from the 
comments. These themes do not incorporate every comment but provide insights into what is deemed important to 
the respondents through the reoccurrence of similar comments. The comments included broad and diverse opinions 
from people throughout Wisconsin and Minnesota. 

The main themes to emerge from the comment analysis are as

• The preference of travel by passenger rail over driving alone for long distance or frequent trips not only 
provides a convenience factor, but also improves safety components as too many cars on the roads and 
freeways cause congestion and often crashes. 

• Operational cost concerns/considerations: Many respondents expressed interest to use the service on a 
regular basis (i.e., for commute purposes and/or frequent travel to visit friends and relatives) and therefore 
do not want the travel option to be a significant out of pocket cost for riders. 

• Some respondents indicated they do not believe money shouldbe investedin passenger rail because they are 
concernedthe service will not be utilized andfelt that the money should be used to support improvements to 
the existing highway system.

I should also 
mention the major shoreline erosion being created from those barges as they try to 
make their way around the failing bridge.

As soon as the second train is approved, I believe it 
would be pertinent for project leaders to request a study on corridor improvements 
needed to increase the maximum speed to 79mph wherever possible, and then to 
allocate the funds necessary for these improvements. 

I would also like to suggest bus service to cities near the corridor but without rail 
stops, like Rochester and Madison. Ideally, customers could book a bus ticket and 
train ticket simultaneously and seamlessly, such that a customer trying to get from 
Chicago to Madison need not navigate multiple sites & pages, but can instead simply 
purchase a ticket for the Chicago‐Madison route. 

Finally, I would suggest the allocation of funds towards advertising the new service to 
potential customers. They won't take it if they don't know it's available!

It seems to me that more Madison‐area folks would be heading west on 
this route than heading east. Milwaukee and Chicago both already have very popular 
intercity bus routes to/from Madison which are faster than Empire Builder and 
eclipse it in popularity for those trips. If there were a direct train, Madisonians would 
absolutely take it, but I don't think there are very many who would take a bus north 
(to either Columbus or Portage) to go south, when they could take one bus all the 
way. Milwaukee and Chicago's stops are both intermodal stations that can further 
distribute passengers (somewhat serving the function of the Sturtevant and Glenview 
stops), whereas this train is the only option for getting to several of the westward 
destinations. 

Also, I would venture a guess that the number going to St. Paul, La Crosse, the Dells, 
Tomah/Fort McCoy, etc would be far higher than the number going to Sturtevant and 
Glenview (most of the MKE & CHI trips being covered by buses). The Madison to La

This would allow the Empire Builder passengers 
traveling to intermediate stops in Minnesota or Wisconsin to transfer to the new 
local train at the St. Paul depot. The new local train would pick up all eastbound 
travelers at the intermediate stations. 

Westbound, the new local train would precede the Empire Builder. If it departed 
Milwaukee 60 minutes before the Empire Builder, it would reach St. Paul about 15 
minutes before the Empire Builder.

The Four Lakes group is very interested in improving and expanding passenger rail 
transportation in and through Wisconsin, both for improving access for those who 
cannot or choose not to drive and for reducing greenhouse gas emissions from 
intercity travel by car and plane.
