Construction Season is Upon Us!

Hello Residents and Businesses Near the Milwaukee River Parkway
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The reconstruction of the Milwaukee River Parkway Bridge has begun.  

The Milwaukee River Parkway is closed to through traffic for the duration of construction.  Additionally, there may be short periods where the river under the bridge will not be navigable as equipment and work takes place overhead.

The Oak Leaf Trail has a posted detour route.  The detour route is via W. Lawn Avenue to N. Green Bay Road.  All pedestrian traffic will need to utilize the detour route during construction.

To date, most of the existing structure has been removed with only parts of the underground portions remaining.  Construction of the piers which will serve as supports for the new bridge deck has begun and is progressing well.

I would like to take this opportunity to remind everyone of the safety hazards around a construction project.  Driving at a reduced speed will make it safer for everyone concerned.  Also, a bridge project makes a very dangerous but attractive playground for children.  Please warn them of the dangers and please keep them clear of the construction area.   Safety fence has been installed at the perimeter of the project to help keep people clear and safe.
