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Introduction 
US 14 is an important route serving the Madison metropolitan area and surrounding 
communities.  Between County MM near Oregon and WIS 92 near Brooklyn,     
existing US 14 does not have the capacity or design  features to carry the rising 
traffic volumes.  The Wisconsin Department of Transportation (WisDOT) has      
developed a preliminary plan for improving traffic flow, safety and pavement       
condition on US 14.  The plan also includes reconstruction of the US 14/WIS 138 
interchange.  

Proposed improvements 
The US 14 project extends from the US 12/18 beltline in Madison to WIS 92 near 
Brooklyn on the Dane/Green county line.  Proposed improvements on WIS 138 
extend from Hill Road to Park Street in the Village of Oregon.  Staged construction 
of the following improvements is proposed: 

US 12/18 to County MM 
• 	 Resurface existing four-lane highway 
• 	 No new right-of-way required 
• 	 Proposed construction in 2012 
County MM to WIS 138 
• 	 Expand existing two-lane highway to four lanes (construct southbound lanes) 
• 	 Reconstruct existing pavement (future northbound lanes) 
• 	 No new right-of-way required 
• 	 Proposed construction in 2009 
US 14/WIS 138 interchange 
• 	 Reconstruct interchange to full diamond with roundabouts at interchange    

ramp terminals 
• 	 Reconstruct/widen WIS 138 from Hill Road to Park Street 
• 	 No new right-of-way anticipated 
• 	 Proposed construction in 2011  
WIS 138 to WIS 92 
• 	 Construct northbound lanes of future four-lane highway on land purchased 

and preserved by WisDOT in 1970 
• 	 Limit access to side road intersections and purchase access rights along        

side roads to improve safety and intersection operations 
• 	 Proposed construction in 2015

Public hearing notice 

WisDOT has scheduled a public hearing on the location, design, and environmental aspects of proposed 
improvements in the US 14 corridor from US 12/18 in Madison to WIS 92 near the village of Brooklyn.  The 
hearing will be held on Thursday, August 14, 2008 at the Oregon Middle School (cafeteria), 601 Pleasant 
Oak Drive, Oregon. The hearing will be conducted in an open house format from 5 to 7 p.m. and interested 
persons may attend anytime between those hours.  Project staff will be available to answer questions and 
displays will be available for review.  The hearing facility is wheelchair accessible.  Hearing impaired persons 
needing assistance should call the Wisconsin Telecommunication Relay System at 1-800-947-3529.  To allow 
arrangements for assistance, calls should be placed no later than three working days prior to the hearing.     

All interested persons are further notified of the availability of an environmental assessment that evaluates the 
project’s environmental effects.  Copies are available for review at the Oregon Public Library, 256 Brook 
Street, Oregon Village Hall, 117 Spring Street, Brooklyn Village Hall, 102 N. Rutland Avenue, and the WisDOT 
Southwest Regional Office, 2101 Wright Street, Madison.
