a. Pavement Marking
i. Moving Operations Sub Task Force 
1. Alert System 
a. Jason (Century Traffic) did not think they had sounded the horn yet, but that they used the lights. They are tracking everything for us and are using the push activated alert system. 
2. Mitigation
a. Current placement is in front of the trail vehicle. 
b. Mike (Forward) stated that the state patrol officer as the trail vehicle was the only way people were getting over. However state patrol does not want to be the TMA. 
c. Having the state patrol officer in front of the trail vehicle did not do any good. People were not moving over until they were already on top of the work zone. So they are canceling the pilot. [image: ]
d. Potentially adding this to the NW LET as well. BTO will follow up with NW.  
3. Discussion on Special Marking (June 17th)
a. Added discussion topic for Moving V3 back farther in the convoy. 
ii. November ASP 6
1. Glass beads allowed in Black Epoxy
2. Several other states use glass in their black epoxy. They do not have any issues and it is also easier for construction. 
3. Brian Dupont asked if this is adding extra cost to the black epoxy?
a. Jeannie stated that Minnesota did not see any price changes while using glass beads over black aggregate.
b. Nick and Mike (Forward) both stated that we will not see a cost difference due to the cost being similar and ease of construction will allow them to be more efficient. 
iii. Permanent Tape Update
1. Plans for 2027
a. Tape will be removed from asphalt starting with the November 2026 letting. 
b. 3M has conditional approval of the new formula for 2027. 
2. Late Season 2026 Tape
a. 3M deadline to sell PFAS Tape in September. They have a new formula in production, but it does not have the NTPEP data required. 
b. Tape maybe changed out on current projects. Work with PM to determine if you project will remain in tape or changed out to wet reflective epoxy.
