This CONTRACT also incorporates the current State of Wisconsin Department of Transportation Standard Specifications for Highway and Structure Construction and the State of Wisconsin Department of Transportation Construction and Materials Manual in their entirety unless this CONTRACT expressly excludes a provision thereof or the context of this CONTRACT clearly indicates an entirely different understanding of the parties

The Authorization will specifically identify the Services to be performed and the state project ID number to which costs will be charged and the amount of compensation to be paid to the CONSULTANT by the DEPARTMENT.  The CONSULTANT must reference the DEPARTMENT PROJECT ID number on its invoices for payment.  Authorizations may be issued for various PROJECTS at various times throughout the life of this CONTRACT for various amounts, however, the aggregate amounts of all Authorizations may not exceed the maximum combined amount of this CONTRACT.  The Authorizations issued to the CONSULTANT by the DEPARTMENT will instruct and authorize the CONSULTANT to proceed with Services on specific state PROJECTS.
