US 53 will be reduced to one lane in each direction and bi-directional at times on either north or southbound US 53. County V west of US 53 will be detoured


County V east of US 53 will remain open at all times





Construction Schedule (Subject to change)





2012


Construct temporary cross-overs and widenings


Move all of US 53 traffic to NB lanes.


Complete US 53 SB pavement, SB bridge, half of the retaining wall, and most of 19th Street North.


Restore traffic to pre-construction conditions.





2013


Move all of US 53 traffic to SB lanes.


Complete US NB pavement, NB bridge, retaining wall, ramps, loops, and County V.


Tie in 19th Street North.


Open ramps, loops, and new County V to traffic.


Remove cross-overs, 27th Ave West, US 53/County SS Intersection.


Complete construction.
