ROADSIDE SPONSOR TERMS AND CONDITIONS
1. The Sponsor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the Wisconsin Department of Transportation from any injury, cost, suit, liability or award arising from the issuance or exercise of this contract, or because of any adverse effect upon any person or property attributed to the roadside sponsorship.
2. The Sponsor shall submit payment to the Department of Transportation on a quarterly basis. If payment is not received the department reserves the right to terminate the contract and remove the sponsor’s logo.
3. The contract length will be a minimum of two years. The contract begins at the submission of payment.
4. The Department will provide two acknowledgement signs, one in each direction of travel. The signs will follow the design guidelines of the Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD) section 2H.08.

5. The sign installation and determination of location will be done by the Department. The signs will be located as close as possible to the ends of the segment.

6. The Department reserves the right to refuse any sponsor logos or names when preparing signs.

7. Each contract will follow the State Statutes chapter 84.01(36), chapter 20.395(3)(eg), and the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) Order 5160.1, dated March 13, 2012 titled “Policy on Sponsorship Acknowledgement and Agreements within the Public Right of Way”  

8. The contract shall be awarded to the person submitting the most advantageous competitive proposal as determined by the department. If the proposal is determined by the department to be less than the estimated reasonable value to the department or not in the public interest, the department may reject all proposals.
