Operation:  This function includes:

1.
Activities related to opening the lift or swing span to allow vessels to pass through the open draw;

2.
Maintenance of electrical and mechanical equipment needed to open and close the bridge.
A.
Activities and costs included in the Operation Function:

1.
Operators – Annual wage paid to each operator, by name, showing:

a.
Hours worked multiplied by the hourly rate;

b. Total amount of incidental labor costs shown as a percentage of wages paid or a lump sum of each entry, including:

· Social Security;

· Worker’s Compensation Insurance;

· Vacation, sick leave, and other entries incidental to wages paid.

2.
Power - Electrical or other power for operation of the lift span, traffic controls coincidental to operation of the lift bridge and navigation lighting.

3.
Special Services – Electrician, machinist, or consulting services directly related to operating and servicing movable spans, electrical and mechanical equipment, and navigation lighting. 

· If a contractor performs the service, invoices must be submitted with the annual report.

· If city services are used, labor, incidental labor, materials, and equipment must be itemized on the report. 

4.
Miscellaneous Expenditures – Telephone and radio communications attributable to operating the bridge, fuel and lighting of the operator’s house, repairs, upkeep and servicing of the operator’s house.

5.
Overhead – A charge equal to 7% of total operating costs for supervision, clerical, and report preparation.

B. Costs not applicable to this function include:

1.
Repairs or painting structural members, the bridge deck, railings, and other appurtenances not related to the operation of the lift span.

2.
Electrical energy for roadway lighting, pedestrian lighting, or traffic controls not related to the operation of the lift span.

Consulting services.

Maintenance:  This function includes activities related to the upkeep and preservation of the structure, including the lift span, to a state equal to its designed or accepted configuration or features.

Activities and costs included in maintenance:

1.
Schedule –The work in the following points will be determined by a ten-year maintenance schedule that the Bureau of Structures Lift Bridge Program Manager and municipality agree on (immediate, intermediate, and long term planning).

2. 
Repairs – All repairs required to properly maintain the bridge. The type and extent 
of repairs performed must be listed separately for each unit, including the deck, superstructure, and substructure.

a.
For work performed by city services, the cost of labor, incidental labor, materials, and equipment must be listed separately and summarized for each type of repair.

b.
For work performed by contractors, an invoice or other acceptable documentation of payments made must be submitted for each type and extent of repairs involved.

3.
Painting – Spot painting. The extent of painting performed must be listed, for example: painting of bearings only, painting of railings only, painting of designated area, or any combination of limited painting.

a.
For work performed by city services, the cost of labor, incidental labor, materials, and equipment must be listed separately and summarized for each type of repair.
b.
For work performed by contractors, an invoice or other acceptable documentation of payments made must be submitted for each type and extent of repairs involved.

4.
Routine Maintenance – Routine cleaning, sealing, upkeep, and other housekeeping activities.  Expenditures reported under this activity may not exceed $5,000.  Activities charged under this item could include the following:

Special Services – Consulting services retained for the inspection of the structure, preparation of repair sketches, and preparation of contract documents for letting of repairs or painting.

Overhead – A charge equal to 7% of the total maintenance costs for supervision, electrical and report preparation.

Work Unrelated to Lift Bridge Aids Program – This work will be paid for with 3R funds.  WisDOT retains responsibility for rehabilitation and replacement items, which includes the following (all are subject to Bureau of Structure Engineer approval):

Gate arm repair/replacement, gate transmission repair/replacement, generator maintenance, operator house maintenance, live load shimming/cleaning, concrete repair, steel repair.
