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Mason Street (WIS 54) is a major east-west arterial that links I-43 to I-41 in the city of Green Bay. Built in 
1973, the Donald A. Tilleman bridge is now 50 years old and carries an average of 34,200 vehicles per 
day. The elevated portion of Mason Street has limited pedestrian facilities with a sidewalk on the north 
side of the bridge between S. Jefferson Street and S. Chestnut Avenue. Bicycles are not permitted on 
Mason Street between 10th Avenue and S. Jackson Street. Green Bay Metro Route 6 (Red line) bus 
service operates along Mason Street within the study limits but does not stop.
