Project Issues

Oregon/Jackson Street

Bridge

Oregon/Jackson Street is the
designated Alternate

Route for 141 and thus, four
lanes of traffic need to be
maintained when considering
bridge rehabilitation and
replacement altematives

Moving the current
Beckets driveway north
would be beneficial as

there is marginal safe
sight stopping distance
with northbound traffic
coming over the bridge

The riverwalk

projects have included
installation of City
owned conduit to be
used for fiber for
remote operations

Power to the bridge is fed only
from a single service point on
the north side - The City would
like to have a second feed

from the south to improve bridge
operational reliability

Telephone has a major crossing
of the Fox River just west of the bridge

Route is not currently in

the pedestrian/bike plan

but only because the facility
does not accommodate bikes -
Itwould be in the plan if
accommodations were made

City would like to see
the sidewalk widened
to improve safety

for pedestrians and
bicycle traffic

Impact to park (4f)

Right-of-way is being reserved on
SW quadrant equal to NW offset

Development in the

SW corner - Access will only be
allowed off of 6th

Street and no access is planned
from Oregon Street

Impact to park (4f) %%
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Potential for realignment of
Division Street with Marion Road

History of crashes

Parking for the bridge
operator and maintenance
personnel is a problem —
This could become a non-
issue if remote operations
are implemented

The City would like to see the riverwalk
go under the bridge

A rehabilitation will not improve
vertical clearance with the bridge
in the closed position - Estimated
that the Oregon/Jackson Street
bridge opened an additional 400
times last year compared

to the Wisconsin Street bridge

The City has a watermain under
Oregon & Jackson Streets; it
crosses the Fox River just

east of existing bridge -

Itis dated and the

City would like to replace it

Riverwalk in SE quadrant is
currently under construction

The City would like to see the riverwalk
go under the bridge - Currently, the
riverwalk is on both sides of the river -
The City i planning an at-grade crossing
with hawk lights for pedestrian traffic

to cross the roadway

Development SE quadrant -
Access mainly from 6th Street -
Possible right in and right out

from Oregon Street contemplated -
No final plans have been submitted
by the developer at this time
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
