State and local traffic officers patrol Wisconsin's
highways in radio-equipped cars for your protec-
tion.

RESTRICTIONS ON
HEAVY VEHICLES

No vehicle or combination of vehicles, except
busses, having a gross weight of more than
ten thousand pounds shall be operated at a
speed greater than thirty-five miles per hour.

The speed limits for motor busses shall be the
same as the speeds permitted passenger vehicles.

Every motor vehicle having a width at any
part in excess of eighty inches shall carry two
clearance signal lights on the left side of such
vehicle, one located at the front and the other
located at the rear of the vehicle. Such lights
shall show an amber light to the front and a red
light to the rear.

Flare lights must be placed approximately one
hundred twenty-five feet to the front and rear of
vehicles stopping on the traveled way at night.

The gross weight permitted a vehicle by Wisconsin Statues
is determined by formula, and is dependent upon the number
of axles on the vehicle and their spacing but subject to the gross
axle weights given above. The formulas for the Class “A” and
“B" highways are as follows:
Class

W = 26,000 + 1000L
‘Where

Class “B” Highways
W = 16,000 + 600L

W = gross weight in pounds permitted on a vehicle or on any
group of axles on a vehicle.

L = the distance to the nearest foot between the foremost
and rearmost of the axles upon which the gross weight
is being figured.
