SHORTEST ROUTE FOLLOW-

PUBLIC HUNTING AND
FISHING GROUNDS

The Wisconsin Conservation Department has es-
tablished numerous public hunting and fishing
grounds, primarily in southern Wisconsin adjacent
to heavily populated sections. These areas vary
in size from less than 1,000 to several thousand
acres. In most instances the hunting and fishing
rights have been leased from private landowners.
Other areas have been purchased outright, and
are being developed in a program which contem-
plates hunting and fishing in the best interests of
the public. Trapping by the public is permitted on
the majority of the areas, although trapping rights
have been reserved by the landowner on some of
our leased public hunting grounds.

Funds for this purpose are derived mainly from
the extra $.50 added to the hunting license fee in
1943. Lands also are acquired for this purpose with
Pittman-Robertson funds, and with money collect-
ed from the sale of Voluntary Sportsmen'’s Licenses.

It is estimated that a total of almost five million
acres of publicly owned or publicly controlled land
is now open to public hunting and fishing.

 The driver of a vehicle involved in an accident resulting in
injury or death of any person or a total property damage to

DAILY RADIO REPORTS

During the seasons when snow and ice may be expect-
ed on Wisconsin highways, road condition reports will
be broadcast over the network of the Wisconsin State
Broadcasting Service each forenoon, Monday through
Saturday, except holidays.

These reports of daily highway conditions are br oad-
cast directly from the offices of the State Highway Com-
mission in Madison. It is a service similar to the daily
weather reports from the United States Weather Bureau,
and the daily market reports from the Wisconsin De-
partment of Agriculture, which also are broadcast over
the stations of the Wisconsin State Broadcasting Service.
