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BRAKES AND SAFETY CHAINS ON
TRAILERS AND MOBILE HOMES

BRAKES Required on mobile homes sold new after January 1, 1940, and
on trailers or other towed vehicles with gross weight of 3,000 pounds or
more and manufactured after January 1, 1942,

STAY CHAINS OR CABLES More than one required in addition to a trail-
er hitch or coupling on every mobile home, and on trailer or semitrailer
drawn by an automobile.

PREVENTION OF INJURY

The State Board of Health and the State Motor Vehicle Department
recommend the use of safety belts to prevent serious injury.

IN CASE OF ACCIDENT

Wisconsin law requires the operator of a vehicle involved in an accident
to stop immediately, and remain at the scene of the accident until he
has fulfilled the following requirements:

(a) He shall give his name, address and the registration number of
vehicle driven, and upon request exhibit his operator’s license to the
person struck or the person attending any vehicle collided with.

(b) He shall render assistance to injured persons. In cases of death,
personal injury, or property damage to an apparent extent of $100 or

‘“shall immediately by the quickest means of com-

give notice of such accident to the police department,
sheriff’'s office or traffic department of the county or municipality in
which the accident occurred, or to a state traffic patrol officer. Within
10 days after such accident a written report of the accident must be
made to the Motor Vehicle Department, Madison, Wisconsin on an ap-
proved form. Accident report forms may be secured from police de-
partments, coroners, sheriffs, county clerks, insurance agents, county
or state traffic officials.

STATE LAW REQUIRES STOP
FOR SCHOOL BUSSES

Wisconsin law requires motorists to stop not less than 20 feet from a
school bus, when approaching from the front or rear of a bus which has
stopped on the highway to load or unload passengers, and is displaying
flashing red warning lights. Motorist must remain stopped until the bus
resumes motion or the operator extinguishes the flashing red warning

COMMERCIAL VEHICLE SPEEDS

Wisconsin law provides that vehicles or combination vehicles having
gross weights of more than 10,000 pounds (except busses) shall not

travel at a speed in excess of 45 miles per hour.
