MOST TRAILERS AND MOBILE HOMES must be equipped with
brakes and two separate lengths of safety chain. Because the trailer
alters the driving characteristics of the towing vehicle, the State Patrol
recommends that you drive at a somewhat slower speed and be alert at
all times to such dangers as wet and slippery pavement, and gusting
winds. Check the trailer hitch, lights, turn signals, and tires on the
trailer frequently.

IN CASE OF CAR TROUBLE, drive as far as possible off the driving
lanes and onto the shoulder, turn on your emergency flashers, exit from
the passenger side and raise the hood of your car. You may also tie a
cloth to the antenna or door handle. Walking is strictly forbidden on
the Interstate, so the Patrol asks you to remain in your vehicle until a
patrol car arrives. If you are unable to get your car safely out of the
traffic lanes, you and your family would be safer standing or sitting as
far away as possible along the outside edge of the right-of-way.

IN CASE OF AN ACCIDENT, you must immediately notify a law
enforcement officer if apparent total property damage exceeds $200, or
if there are injuries or deaths. You must also give assistance to injured
people. Within 10 days, you must submit a written report of the
accident to the Division of Motor Vehicles in Madison. Report forms
are available at local police departments, sheriffs, county or state traffic
officers.

EMERGENCY MEDICAL AID can be obtained most quickly by calling
or going to a general hospital in one of the cities marked on the “Index
to Incorporated Cities and Villages.”"

WISCONSIN’S WAYSIDES AND REST AREAS are spaced at regular
intervals along the highway to make your trip safer and more pleasant.
Be our guest, but please help us keep them clean. Use the trash
receptacles to empty your car litter bag as well.

Right now, the new signs are just here and there around the state. The new signs are
being installed as the old ones wear out. By 1976, however, all signs on the State
Trunk Highways will be converted to the new designs, When the signs now being
installed need replacement, the words that now accompany them will be eliminated.

Most important, perhaps, is the ‘no-no’’ family characteristic
with red diagonal slash marks. The red slash. means “no”
and the activity depicted behind the slash tells what is
forbidden.
