INFORMATION FOR MOTORISTS

THE WISCONSIN STATE PATROL stands ready to help you. If you
need assistance or information, you may call any of the seven district
offices located around the state. The addresses and phone numbers are
shown in blue on the map below.

Wisconsin is proud of its elite force of highly trained State Patrol
officers and troopers, whose primary duty is to maintain the safe and
orderly flow of traffic.

WISCONSIN’S TRAFFIC LAWS are similar to those in other states.
However, there are minor variations from state to state. Use your turn
signals, dim your lights when meeting or overtaking another vehicle on
both divided and two-lane roads, observe the no passing zones marked
on the roadway, and please keep to the right except when passing
another vehicle.

APPROPRIATE SPEED LIMITS are posted for your safety and
convenience,

Because excessive speeding is a factor in many highway accidents,
the State Patrol uses radar, aircraft, speed computers . . . plus unmarked
patrol cars . . . to enforce the speed laws.

SCHOOL BUS LAWS in Wisconsin give special protection to our school
children. When a school bus is displaying flashing red warning lights,
indicating it is loading or unloading passengers, you must stop at least
20 feet away when approaching from either direction and remain
stopped until the lights are turned off. The only exception to this law is
that traffic moving in the opposite direction on a divided highway need
not stop.
