SPEED LIMITS — ‘‘reasonable and prudent” with fixed maxi-

OPEN HIGHWAY — 55 mph or as posted
RESIDENTIAL OR BUSINESS AREAS — 25 mph

SEMI-URBAN AREAS OUTSIDE CORPORATE LIMITS —
35 mph

SCHOOL ZONES — 15 mph

Plan to leave before or after the congestion of busy week-

ends to avoid fuel-wasting stop-and-go.

Have your car’s engine tuned and tires (including trailer's)
inflated to highest recommended pressure.

(Tuning is especially important to save money, keep-the air
clean and healthful, conserve fuel, prevent engine wear,
smooth the ride. See ‘‘Car Care’ for more detaifs.)

WHILE YOU DRIVE

Never, never over 55 mph. Five miles per hour slower will
save even more fuel.

Use your air conditioner sparingly, using it cuts down
mileage.

Avoid “jackrabbit’ starts by accelerating steadily. Antici-
pate traffic to avoid sudden stops.

Don’t idle your engine more than one minute. Even the
most efficient engine gets zero mpg while idling.

WORK ON SAVING ENERGY, AVOIDING AIR POLLUTION

Have your car’s emission control system checked at least
once a year. Spring and fall checks are even better.

Don't tamper with emission control systems or use leaded
gas in engines designed for unleaded. It’s illegal. It can hurt your
engine.

CAR CARE COMMENTS

FOR A GOOD TUNE-UP — clean or replace spark plugs, adjust
spark gap, check condition and tightness of spark plug cables,
clean or replace distributor points, replace clogged or dirty air
and oil filters, check and adjust automatic choke, adjust car-
buretor air-fuel ratio if necessary, check timing.

USE THE PROPER OCTANE FUEL — for smoother running en-
gine, cleaner spark plugs, better gas mileage.

DON’'T FILL TO THE BRIM — an over-filled tank may spill, gas
may expand and seep out in hot weather.

DON'T REV YOUR ENGINE — that wastes fuel, can damage en-
gine by washing away the protective oil film on cylinder walls.

WHEN WINTER NEARS — check the radiator thermostat. A de-
fect can increase warm-up time and waste.

STOP FOR SCHOOL BUSES — required when bus is stopped and
displaying flashing red lights. Stop from both directions at
least 20 feet from bus and remain stopped until the bus has re-
sumed motion or red lights turned off.

TRUCK WEIGH STATIONS — require stops by all vehicles regis-
tered as trucks, regardless of weight, including pickups and
rental moving vans, at official truck scales unless sign is posted
indicating ‘‘closed.”

MOBILE HOMES-TRAILERS — must be equipped with brakes if
more than 3,000 pounds gross weight plus two separate
lengths of safety chains, tail lights, brake lights, reflectors.
Leveling bars authorized.

MOTORCYCLES — protective headgear required for all riders
under 18 years of age, and all operators with instruction per-
mit — strongly recommended for all other cyclists. There must
be eye protection in form of windshield rising not less than 15
inches above handlebars, glasses or goggles, or face shield at-
tached to heimet.

MOPEDS — mopeds must be registered, operators must have valid
driver’s license. May not operate on Interstate or other free-
ways and expressways with access control.

MINI-BIKES — mini-bikes manufactured for off-road use may not
be operated on any portion of a public highway, including
shoulders and ditches.

STUDDED SNOW TIRES — prohibited, except on emergency ve-
hicles, and out-of-state vehicles for not more than 30 days.

HITCH-HIKING — prohibited on Interstate system including ac-
cess ramps, hikers must stand off roadway on other routes.
Stopping on I-road to pick up a hitch hiker is illegal.

SAFETY BELTS — can save your life but only when fastened.
National studies show your chances of surviving a crash are 40
per cent better if seat belt is fastened, 60 per cent better if
both lap belt and shoulder harness are in use.

REST AREAS AND WAYSIDES — provided for your conveni-
ence and safety. Overnight camping not permitted. Leashed
pets may be walked in areas away from picnic tables, water
fountains, restrooms.

IN CASE OF ACCIDENT — immediately, help the injured and
notify a law enforcement officer of injuries, death or property
damage of more than $200. Within 20 days, file written report
to Division of Motor Vehicles, Madison (see address on front
of map). Report forms available at law enforcement agencies.

EMERGENCY MEDICAL AID — most quickly obtained by call-
ing or going to a general hospital in nearest city marked on
map index.

IN CASE OF EMERGENCY — you may summon assistance on
your citizen band radio, calling KWI-0911. In case of car
trouble, drive as far as practical off the driving lane onto the
shoulder, turn on emergency four-way flashers, exit from pas-
senger side and raise the hood. You may also tie a cloth to the
antenna or door handle. On the Interstate, where walking is
forbidden, wait in your car until assistance arrives. Motorists
equipped with CB radios may report disabled vehicles they
pass by calling KWI1-0911.
