Bearing Maintenance B-XX-XXX, Item SPV.0060.xx.

A  Description

This special provision describes removing the bearings at substructures noted in the plans, blast cleaning and painting bearings, and reinstalling the bearings.
B  Materials

Furnish a complete epoxy coating system from the department’s approved product list.  The color of epoxy shall be XXXXXXX and the urethane coating material shall match the color number shown on the plans conforming to Federal Standard Number 595B, as printed in 1989.  Supply the engineer with the product data sheets before any coating is applied.  The product data sheets shall indicate the mixing and thinning directions, the recommended spray nozzles and pressures, the minimum drying time for shop or field applied coats, and the recommended procedures for coating galvanized bolts, nuts, and washers.

C  Construction

C.1  General

Completely remove the expansion bearings, including the anchor bolts in the abutments and the turned bolts connecting the top plate to the superstructure. Pull out the existing anchor bolts and install the new anchor bolts in the existing holes. As given on the plan, use new anchor bolts to reinstall masonry plates after cleaning and painting. Salvage the 1-1/4 inch diameter turned bolts; or replace them at the contractor’s option and expense.

Except for the new galvanized anchor bolts, blast-clean all bearing components to a near white finish and paint all bearing components with one of the coating systems specified above. As required, use adequate containment methods to contain material resulting from preparation of painted steel surfaces for painting.

Discard existing shim plates at the base of the bearing rocker; do not reinstall the shim plates.

C.2  Coating Application

Apply paint in a neat, workmanlike manner and conforming to the manufacturer’s instructions and recommendations. 

D  Measurement 

The department will measure Bearing Maintenance B-XX-XXX as each individual bearing acceptably completed.

E  Payment

The department will pay for the measured quantity at the contract unit price under the following bid item:

Payment for Bearing Maintenance B-XX-XXX is full compensation for removing, cleaning, painting and reinstalling bearings; furnishing and installing new anchor bolts and bearing pads; and removing and disposing of shim plates.
