Diamond Grinding, Item SPV.0180.xx.

A  Description

This special provision describes diamond grinding the surface of the existing concrete deck in a longitudinal direction as directed by the engineer.

B  (Vacant)

C  Construction

Diamond grind the surface area of the deck in a manner that results in 95 percent of any 3-foot x 100-foot section of deck area within a single lane having a grooved or corduroy-type appearance. The grooves shall be approximately 1/16-inch from peak to bottom and shall be uniformly spaced a minimum of 50 blades per linear foot.

After grinding, test the deck surface with a ten-foot straightedge or with a profilograph. Mark and correct all areas showing a deviation of more than 1/8-inch in ten feet with the straightedge or a deviation of more than 0.4 inches in 25 feet as determined by the profilograph.

When tested with a straightedge placed perpendicular to the centerline, the transverse slope of the deck shall be uniform to a degree that no depressions or misalignment of slope greater than 1/8-inch in three feet are present. Straightedge requirements do not apply across longitudinal joints. Maintain positive transverse drainage.

Remove all solid and liquid residues from grinding by vacuuming the roadway. Residue and water shall not be permitted to flow or be blown across lanes used by public traffic. Dispose of residue and water at an acceptable disposal site, except that residue from pavement in rural areas may be disposed of on the roadway beyond the shoulder edge, in a manner satisfactory to the engineer.

D  Measurement 

The department will measure Diamond Grinding by the square yard acceptably completed.
E  Payment

The department will pay for the measured quantity at the contract unit price under the following bid item:
